Thechartshallbe prepared
in directrelationtothetimeslatedintheNoticelnvitingTender (NIT)
document,forcompletion ofitemsorgroupofitemsofthe work.Itshallindicate
theforecastofthedatesofcommencement andcompletionofvarioustradesof
sectionsofthework.Thismay beamended,asnecessary,byanagreement betweenthe
Engineer-in-Chargeandthecontractorwithinthe limitationsof
timeimposedintheNITdocument.Further,toensuregoodprogressduring execution of
work,thecontractorshall inallcases,in whichthe time allowedfor any work
exceedsone month(save and exceptfor special jobs for whicha
separateprogrammehasbeenagreedupon)tocompletetheworkasperdefined
‘Milestones’ giveninsuch‘ScheduleofWork’definedclearlyintheNITitselfinto
various‘ldentifiableandquantifiableconstructionrelatedstages’relatedwith
thetypeandnature of work,andthatthe‘totaltimeallowedforcompletion of
work’istobebrokenupagainstachievement ofthosestages duringthe construction
/progressof worktoensureaperiodicmonitoring ofprogressand
enablethecontractorandtheEngineer-in-Charge totakecorrectivemeasures
fromtimetotime.

5.2Ifthework(s)bedelayedby:

Forcemajeure,duetowar,internalemergency andotherconditionssuchas abnormally
bad weather, flood, cyclone natural calamity or serious loss or
damagebyfireorcivilcommotion, strikeorlockoutaffecting procurement of
constructionmaterialsoranyofthetradesemployed in the work,or anyother
causewhichintheabsolutediscretionoftheEngineer-in-Chargeisbeyondthe
contractor’scontrol,thenuponhappeningofanysucheventcausingdelay,the
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contractorshallimmediatelygivenoticeinwritingtotheEngineer-in-Chargebut
shallneverthelessuseconstantlyhis/herbestendeavorstopreventormake good the
delay and shall do all that may be reasonably required to the
satisfactionoftheEngineer-in-Chargetoproceedwith the works.

5.3Requestforreschedulingof‘Milestones’ofvariousactivitiesandextensionof
time,tobeeligible forconsideration, shallbe madebythecontractorinwriting within
fourteen days of the happening of the event causing delay in the
prescribedform. The contractormay also, if practicable,indicatein sucha
requesttheperiodforwhichextensionisdesired.

5.4Ifanysuchcasethe Engineer-in-Charge, withtheapprovalofTender Accepting
Authority,maygiveafairandreasonableextensionoftimeandreschedule the
activitywise‘Milestones’ forcompletion ofthework.Suchextensionshallbe
communicatedtothecontractorbytheEngineer-in-Chargewiththeapprovalof
TenderAcceptingAuthorityinwritingwithinmaximum1(one) monthofthe
dateofreceiptofsuchrequest.

Clause6.0Oncompletion of work,thecontractorshallbefurnishedwithacertificate by
theEngineer-in-Chargeofsuchcompletion,butnosuchcertificateshallbegiven,nor shallthe
work be consideredto be completeduntil andunless the contractor shall have
removedfromthework premisesonwhichtheworkisexecuted,allscaffolding,

surplusmaterialsandrubbish,and cleaned off the dirt from wood works,doors,
windows,floors,or otherparts of any building, upon or about which the work is
executed,orofwhichhemayhavehadpossessionforthepurposeoftheexecutionthereof,
noruntiltheworkshall have been measured by the Engineer-in-charge whose
measurementsshall be bindingandconclusiveagainstthecontractor.Ifthecontractor
shallfailtocomplywith therequirementsof thisclauseasto removalofscaffolding, surplus
materials and rubbishandcleaningoffdirtonorbeforethedatefixedfor completion of  the
work,theEngineer-in-chargemayattheexpenseofthecontractor removesuchscaffolding,
surplusmaterials andrubbish, anddisposeofthesameas
he/shethinksfit,andcleanoffsuchdirtasaforesaid;andthecontractorshallforthwith be bound to
paytheamountofallexpensesoincurred,andshallhavenoclaimin  respect of any such
scaffolding or surplusmaterialsasaforesaid,exceptforanysum
actuallyrealizedbythesalethereof.

Clause7.Norunningaccountbillpaymentshallbenormallymadeforworksless than30 (Thirty)

percent ofTenderedValueoruptoRs25.00lakh,whichever isless, tillafterthe
wholeoftheworkshallhavebeencompletedandcertificateofcompletiongiven.For
worksoftenderedvalueaboveRs25.00lakh,forrunningaccountbill payment,the

contractorshall onsubmitting abillofatleastRs25.00lakhtherefor,be entitled to receive a
payment proportionate to the part thereof, approved and passedbythe Engineer-in-
charge,whosecertificateofsuchapprovalandpassingofthesumsopayable
shallbefinalandconclusiveagainstthecontractor.Butallsuchintermediate payments
shallberegardedaspaymentsbywayofadvanceagainstthefinalmeasured bill
paymentonlyandnotaspaymentsforworkactuallydoneandcompleted,andshall
notprecludethebad,unsound,andimperfectorunskillfulworkwhichistoberemoved
andtakenawayandreconstructed,orre-erectedortobeconsideredasanadmissionof
thedueperformanceofthecontract,oranypartthereof,inanyrespect,ortheaccruing
ofanyclaim,norshallitconclude, determineoraffectinanywaythepowersofthe = Engineer-in-
charge undertheseconditionsoranyofthemastothefinalsettlementand
adjustmentoftheaccountsorotherwiseorinanyotherwayvaryoraffectthecontract.
Thefinalbillshallbesubmittedbythecontractorwithin onemonthofthedatefixedfor
completionofthework,otherwisetheEngineer-in-charge’scertificateofthemeasurement
andofthetotalamountpayablefortheworkaccordinglyshallbefinalandbindingon allparties.

Clause8.Works billshallbesubmittedbythecontractoreachmonth,afterfulfilling aboveclause,
on or Dbeforethe date fixed by the Engineer-in-charge,for all works
executedduringtheprevious month, andtheEngineer-in-charge shalltakeorcause to
taketherequisitemeasurementforthepurposeofhavingthesameverified,andtheclaim

asfarasadmissible adjusted, if possible,before the expiry offourteen days from the
presentationofthe  bill.  Ifthecontractor = doesnotsubmit thebillwithinthetimefixedas
aforesaid,theEngineer-in-chargemaydeputeaJuniorEngineertomeasureupthesaid
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workinpresenceofthecontractor,whosecountersignatureinthemeasurementbookwill
besufficientwarrant;andtheEngineer-in-chargemayprepareabillfromsuchlistwhich
shallbebindingonthecontractorinallrespects.

Within 10(Ten)daysofcompletion ofwork,thecontractorshallgivenoticeofsuch
completiontotheEngineer-in-charge andwithin14(Fourteen)daysofreceiptofsuch
notice,theEngineer-in-charge shallinspectthework,andifthereisnodefectinthe

work,he/sheshallfurnishtothecontractorafinalcertificateofcompletion.Otherwise,
aprovisionalcertificateofphysicalcompletionindicatingdefects(a)toberectifiedby
theContractor and/or(b)forwhich payment willbemadeatreducedrates,shall be issued.
Such reduced rate is to be imposed with the approval of Superintending Engineer
concerned.

Clause8A.Whenannualrepairandmaintenanceworkiscarriedout,thesplashes and
droppings fromwhitewashing, colourwashing, painting etc.,onwalls,floors,windows
shallberemovedandthesurfacecleanedsimultaneously withthecompletionofthese
itemsofworkintheindividualrooms, quartersorpremisesetc.wheretheworkisdone
withoutwaitingfortheactualcompletionofalltheotheritemsofworkinthecontract. In case, the
contractor fails to comply with the requirements of this clause, the Engineer-in-
Chargeshall have the right to get this work done at the cost of the
contractoreitherDepartmentally orthroughanyothercontractor.Beforetakingsuch
action,theEngineer-in-Chargeshallgivetendays noticeinwritingto the contractor.

Clause8B.TheContractorshallsubmitcompletionPlan /Drawingasrequiredinthe
‘GeneralSpecification’forCivilaswellasElectricalWorksasapplicablewithin30days
ofcompletionofthework.

Clause9.TheContractor shallsubmit allbillsinprintedforms, as per format prescribed by
Government of West Bengal, intheofficeoftheEngineer- in-Charge,andthecharges
inthebillsshallalwaysbeenteredattheratesspecifiedin
tenderorincaseofanyextraworkorderedinpursuanceoftheseconditions,andnot
mentionedorprovidedforinthetenderatratesthereinafterprovidedforsuchwork.

Clause9A(1)Paymentsduetothecontractormay,ifsodesiredbyhim /herbemade
tohisbankthroughe-Pradan,detailsof = whichhastobedirectlyfurnishedtotheEngineer- in-
charge.

While the onlinereceipt given by such Banks shall constitute a full and sufficient
discharge/acquittancefor the payment, the contractor should wherever possible
presenthis/herbillsdulyreceiptedanddischargedthroughhis/herBanker/s.

(2) Inthecaseof bills,whichthe contractorpresentsfor paymentdirect, andwhich
are not endorsed in favour of the Bank, while efforts will be made to securepayment
tothefinancing Bank, payments madetothecontractor shouldbe
acceptedasfullacquittancesofarastheGovernmentisconcerned. Asapartofthe
arrangement,thefinancingBankshouldgivetheGovernmentalettertothiseffect.

Notel. The procedure will not affect theusual rights ofthe Government to
deductfromcontractor’sbill,(whetherendorsedinfavourofaBankornot)anysum
duetoGovernment ofaccountofpenalties, over-payments etc.,on thisoranyother

contractwiththeGovernoroftheStateofWestBengal.

Note2. NothingcontainedhereinshalloperatetocreateinfavouroftheBankany
rights,claimsorequitiesvis-a-vistheGovernor.

Clause10.Ifthespecificationorestimateoftheworkprovidesforuseofanyspecial
descriptionofmaterialtobesuppliedbytheEngineer-in-Charge,(suchmaterials&storesand
thepricestobecharged thereforashereinafter mentioned beingsofaras
practicablefortheconvenience ofthecontractor,butnotsoasinanywaytocontrolthe
meaningoreffectofthiscontractspecifiedinthescheduleor‘'Memorandum’  hereto annexed),
thecontractor shallbesuppliedwithsuchmaterialsandstoresasisrequired
fromtimetotimetobeused byhim/herforthepurpose ofthecontract only,andthe value
ofthefullquantity ofmaterialsandstoressosupplied attheratesspecified inthe
saidscheduleorMemorandum maybesetoffordeductedfromanysumsthendue,or
thereaftertobecomeduetothecontractorunderthecontract,orotherwise oragainstor
fromthesecuritydeposit,ortheproceeds ofsalethereof;ifthesame isheldin
Governmentsecurities, thesameorasufficient portionthereof beinginthiscase soldfor
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thepurpose.Allmaterialssuppliedtothecontractorshallremaintheabsolute property
ofGovernment, andshallnotonanyaccountberemovedfromthesiteofthework, and
shallatalltimesbeopenforinspection bytheEngineer-in-charge. Anysuchmaterial
unusedandinperfectlygoodconditionatthetimeofthecompletionor determinationof
thecontractshallbereturnedtotheEngineer-in-charge’s store,ifbyanoticeinwriting
underhis/herhand, he/she shallso require;butthecontractorshallnotbeentitled to return
anysuch materialunlesswithsuchconsent, andshallhave noclaimfor
compensationonaccountofanysuchmaterial sosuppliedtohim /herasaforesaidbeing
unusedbyhim, orfor anywastageordamagetoany suchmaterial.

Clausel1l.TheContractorshallexecutethewholeandeverypartofworkinthemost

substantialand workmanlike manner, and both, asregards tomaterialsandotherwise,in
everyrespect,in  strictaccordancewith the specifications.The contractorshall also
conformexactly,fullyandfaithfully = tothedesignand drawings, andinstructionsin
writingrelatingtotheworksignedbytheEngineer-in-Chargeandlodgedinhis/heroffice,
towhichthecontractorshallbeentitledtohaveaccessatsuchoffice,oronthesite of
theworkforthepurposeofinspection duringofficehours,andthecontractorshall,if
he/shesorequire,beentitled at his/herown expense tomake or causetobemade copies of the
specifications, and of all such design, drawings and instructions as aforesaid.

Clause 12.The Engineer-in-Chargeshall have powersto make any alterationin,
omissionfrom,additionto,orsubstitutionfor,theoriginalspecifications,drawings,designs
andinstructions,that may  appearto him/herto be necessaryor recommended by
Superintending Engineer ortheChiefEngineer duringtheprogressofwork,andthe
contractorshallbeat alltimes be boundtocarryouttheseworks,inaccordanceto
anyinstructions which maybegiventohim /herinwriting,signedbytheEngineer-in-
charge,andsuchalterations,omissions,additionsor substitutions,shallnotinvalidatethe
contractbutshallbedeemed tohaveformedapartoftheworkincluded intheoriginal tender and
any altered, additional or substitutedwork which the contractor maybe
directedtodointhemannerspecifiedaboveasapartoftheworkshallbecarriedoutby
thecontractoronthesameconditionsinallrespectsonwhichhe/sheagreedtodothe
mainwork,and atthe samerates,ifany,maybe specifiedinthetenderforthemainwork.
Timeforthecompletionoftheworkshallbeextendedintheproportionthatthealtered,
additionalorsubstitutedworkbearstotheoriginalworkcontract,andthecertificateof

theEngineer-in-chargeshallbe conclusiveas to suchproportion. And, ifthe altered,
additionalorsubstitutedworkincludesanyclassofwork,forwhichnorateisspecified inthe
contract, thensuchclassofwork shall becarried outattheratesenteredin
thescheduleofratesofconcernedWorksDepartmentapplicableinthedistrict, which

wasinforceatthetimeofacceptanceofthecontract,minus/plusthepercentagewhich
thetotaltenderedamountbearstotheestimatedcostoftheentireworkputtotender;
andifthealtered,additionalorsubstitutedworkisnotenteredinthesaidscheduleofrates,

paymentthereofshallbemadebytheEngineer-in-chargebydetermining therateson
analysisworkedoutfrom(a)thebasic ratesofmaterialsand labourprovidedinthe aforesaid
schedule ofrates,or(b) thecurrent market ratesofmaterials andlabour

whenevenbasicratesfortheworkarenotavailableintheschedule.Incaseswhen
suchratesaredeterminedonanalysisbytheEngineer-in-chargeunder(a)above,the
stipulatedpercentageaboveorbelowscheduleofratesasprovidedinthecontractshall
alsoapply,andincaseofratesworkedoutonanalysisunder(b)above,payment shall be made at
the rates so determined without application of the said stipulated
percentage.Intheeventofanydisputeregardingratesdeterminedonanalysis forany
altered,additionalorsubstitutedworkunderthisclause,thedecisionoftheSuperintending
Engineershallbefinalandbinding.

Clausel3.If at anytimeafterthecommencementof thework theGovernorshallfor any
reasonwhatsoevernotrequirethewholethereofasspecifiedinthetendertobecarried
out,theEngineer-in-charge shallgivenoticeinwritingofthefacttothecontractor ,who
shallhavenoclaimtoanypaymentorcompensationwhatsoever onaccountofanyprofit
oradvantage whichhemight havederivedfromexecution oftheworkinfull,butwhich
he/shedidnotderiveinconsequence ofthefullamountoftheworknothavingbeen
carriedout;neithershallhe /shehaveanyclaimforcompensationbyreason ofany
alterationshavingbeenmadeintheoriginalspecifications, drawings,designsand
instructionswhichshallinvolveanycurtailmentoftheworkasoriginallycontemplated.
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Clause 14.IfitshallappeartotheEngineer-in-chargeorhis/hersubordinateengineer in-
chargeofthework,thatanyworkhasbeenexecutedwithunsound,imperfect,or
unskillfulworkmanship,orwithmaterialsofany inferiordescription,orthatanymaterials
orarticlesprovided bytheContractor, fortheexecutionoftheworkareunsound,orofa
qualityinferiortothatcontractedfor,orotherwisenotinaccordancewiththecontract, the
contractorshallon demandin writingfromthe Engineer-in-chargespecifyingthe
work,materialsorarticlescomplained ofnotwithstandingthatthesamemayhavebeen
inadvertentlypassed,certifiedandpaidfor,forthwithrectifyorremoveandre-construct
theworksospecified inwholeorinpart,asthecasemayrequire,orasthecase maybe
removethematerialsorarticlessospecifiedandprovideotherproperandsuitablematerials
orarticlesathis/herownproperchargeandcost;andintheeventofhisfailingtodoso
withinaperiodtobespecifiedbytheEngineer-in-chargeinhis/herdemandaforesaid,
thenthecontractorshallbeliabletopaycompensation attherateofonepercentonthe
amountoftheestimateputtotender/onuptodateexecutedworkvalueforeveryday
notexceedingtendays,whilehis/herfailuretodososhallcontinueandinthecaseof
anysuchfailure,theEngineer-in-chargemayrectifyorremove,andre-executetheworkor
removeandreplacewithothers,thematerialsorarticlescomplainedofasthe casemaybe
attheriskandexpenseinallrespectsofthecontractor.

Clause 15.Allworkunderorincourseofexecutionorexecutedinpursuanceof the
contractshallatalltimesbeopentoinspectionandsupervisionof theEngineer-in-Charge
andallhis/hersubordinates andalsohigherOfficers/AuthorityoftheGovernmentand
thecontractorshallatalltimesduringthenormal working hours, and at all other times at
which reasonable noticeoftheintentionoftheEngineer-in-charge orhis/her subordinatesto
visit the work site shall have been given to the contractor,either himself/herself be
present to receive orders and instructions,orhave a responsible agentduly accreditedin
writingpresentforthatpurpose.Ordersgiventothecontractor’s agent shall be considered to
have the same force as if it hadbeen giventothe contractorhimself/herself.

Clausel6. TheContractorshallgive,notlessthanfivedaysnoticeinwritingtothe Engineer-in-
charge orhis/hersubordinatein-chargeofthework,beforecoveringupor
otherwiseplacingbeyondthereachofmeasurementanywork,inorderthatthesameis
socovereduporplacedbeyondthereachofmeasurement,andshallnotcoverupor place beyond
thereachofmeasurement anyworkwithouttheconsentinwritingofthe Engineer-in-
chargeorhis/hersubordinate,in-chargeofthe = work;andifanywork shallbe coveredupor
placedbeyondthereachof measurementwithoutsuchnoticehaving been given or consent
obtained, the same shall be uncovered at the contractor’s
expense,or,indefaultthereofnopaymentorallowanceshallbemadeforsuchworkor
thematerialswithwhichthesamewasexecuted.

Clausel7.IftheContractor orhis/herworkersorauthorizedrepresentativesshall
break,deface,injureordestroyanypartofthe structure inwhichtheymaybeworking
oranybuilding,road,roadcurbs,fence,canals,waterpipes,cables,drains, electricor
telephoneposts orwires,trees,grassorgrasslandorcultivated groundcontiguoustothe
premisesonwhichtheworkoranypartofitisbeingexecuted,orifanydamageshall
happentotheworkfromanycausewhateveroranyimperfectionsbecomeapparentinitat

anytime,whetherduringitsexecutionorwithinaperiod ofsixmonthsafterissuanceofa
certificateofits completionbytheEngineer-in-Charge,thecontractorshallmakethesame good
athis/herown expense,orindefault,theEngineer-in-Chargemaycausethe sameto

bemadegoodbyother workers,anddeduct theexpenses (ofwhichthecertificateofthe Engineer-
in-Chargeshallbefinaland binding)fromanysums,whetherunderthecontract orotherwise,
thatmaybethen,oratanytimethereafterbecomeduetothecontractorby theGovernment
orfromhis /hersecuritydeposit,ortheproceedsofsalethereof,orofa

sufficientportionthereof,andifthecostintheopinionoftheEngineer-in-Charge whose opinion

shallbefinalandconclusive against thecontractor,makingsuchdamageor
imperfectionsgoodshallexceedtheamountofsuchsecuritydepositand/orsuchsums,it
shallbelawfulfortheGovernment torecovertheexcesscostsfromthecontractorin

accordancewiththeprocedureprescribedbyanylawforthetimebeinginforce.

Clause17A.TheContractorshallalsosupplywithoutchargetherequisitenumberof persons
withthemeans andmaterialsnecessary forthepurposeofsettingoutworks,and
counting,weighing,assistinginthejointmeasurementorexaminationatanytimeand
fromtimetotimeoftheworkormaterials.Failinghis/hersodoingthesamemaybe
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providedbytheEngineer-in-ChargeattheexpenseoftheContractorandtheexpensesmay
bedeductedfromanymoneyduetothecontractor underthecontractorfromhis/her
SecurityDepositortheproceeds ofsales thereoforofasufficientportion thereof.The
Contractorshallalsoprovideallnecessaryfencing/barricading/providingcaution
boardsetc.andlightrequiredtoprotectthepublicfromaccident, andshallbeboundto
beartheexpenses ofdefenceofeverysuit,action orotherproceedingsatlawthatmaybe
broughtbyanypersonforinjurysustainedowingtoneglectoftheaboveprecautionsand
topayanydamageandcostswhichmaybeawardedinsuchsuit,actionsorproceedings
toanysuchpersonsorwhichmaywiththeconsentoftheContractor bepaidto
compromiseanyclaimby anysuchpersons.

Clause18A.Ineverycaseinwhichbyvirtueoftheprovisionsundersub-section (1)of
Section12,oftheWorkmen’sCompensation Act,1923,theimplementingDepartmentis
obligedtopaycompensationtoaworkmanemployedbythecontractor,inexecutionof
theworks.Theimplementing Department willrecoverfromtheContractortheamountof
compensation sopaid;andwithoutprejudicetotherightsoftheDepartment undersub-
section(2)ofsection12,ofthesaidAct,implementing Department shallbeatlibertyto
recoversuchamountoranypartthereofbydeductingitfromthesecurity deposit orfrom
anysumduebyimplementingDepartmenttotheContractorwhetherunderthiscontract
orotherwise.TheimplementingDepartmentshall notbeboundto contestanyclaimmade
againstitundersub-section(1)Section12,ofthesaidAct,exceptonthewrittenrequest
ofthecontractoranduponhis/hergivingtotheimplementingDepartmentfullsecurity
forallcostsforwhichtheDepartment mightbecomeliableinconsequence ofcontesting
suchclaims.

Clause18B.IneverycaseinwhichbyvirtueoftheprovisionsunderTheContract
Labour(Regulation&Abolition)Act1970’,anditsamendments andrules,the
implementingDepartment isobligedtopayamountofwagestoaworkman employedby
theContractorinexecutionoftheworks,ortoincuranyexpenditureinprovidingwelfare
andhealthamenities requiredtobeprovidedundertheabovesaidActandtherules
framedbyGovernment fromtimeto timefortheprotectionofhealthandsanitary
arrangementsforworkersemployedbyContractors, executingDepartment willrecover
fromtheContractor, theamountofwagessopaidortheamountofexpenditure so
incurred;andwithoutprejudice totherightsoftheexecutingDepartment undersub-
section(2)of Section20, and sub-section(4) of Section21, of the Contract Labour
(Regulation andAbolition)Act,1970,executingDepartment shallbeatlibertytorecover
suchamountoranypartthereofbydeductingitformthesecuritydepositorfromany
sumduebyExecutingDepartment totheContractorwhetherunderthiscontractor
otherwiseandtheexecuting Department shallnotbeboundtocontestanyclaimmade
againstitundersub-section(1)ofSection20,sub-section(4)ofsection21,ofthesaid
Act,exceptonthewrittenrequestoftheContactor anduponhis/hergivingtothe implementing
DepartmentfullsecurityforallcostsforwhichtheDepartmentmight becomeliablein
contestingsuchclaim.

Clause19.TheContractorshallobtainavalidlicenseunderthe ContractLabour (Regulationand
Abolition)Act, 1970,beforethe commencementofthework,and continue tohave valid licenses
until thecompletionofthework. Thecontractor shallalsoabideby theprovisions
oftheChildLabour(ProhibitionandRegulation) Act,1986,FatalAccident
Act,1855,Personallnjuries(Compensationlnsurance)Act,1970.

The Contractor shall also comply with the provisions of the ‘Building and Other
ConstructionWorkers(Regulation ofEmployment &Conditions ofService)Act,1996’and
‘TheBuildingandOtherConstruction WorkersWelfareCessAct,1996’. Failuretofulfill
theserequirementsshall attractpenalprovisionsof the contract,arisingout ofthe
resultantnon-implementationofsuchprovisions.

Clause19A.Nolabour/sbelowtheageofeighteen yearsshallbeemployed inthework
andthecontractorshallabidebytheprovisions oftheChildLabour(Prohibition&
Regulation)Act,1986.Employmentoffemalelabour/sinworksintheneighborhoodsof
sensitivebarracksshouldbeavoidedasfaraspossible.

Clause19B.TheContractorshallpaytolaboursemployed byhim /hereitherdirectlyor
throughSub-Contractors,wagesnot less than fair wagesas definedby the Labour

Thecontractorshall,notwithstandingtheprovisionsofanycontracttothecontrary, cause
tobepaidfairwagetolabourindirectlyengaged onthe work,including anylabour
engagedbyhissub-contractorsinconnectionwiththesaidwork,asifthelabourhad
beenimmediatelyemployedby him/her.

Inrespectofalllabourers directlyorindirectlyemployed intheworksforperformanceof
theContractor’spartofthecontract,thecontractor shallcomply withorcausetobe complied
with the contractor’s Labour Regulationsmade by the State Government/ Government
ofindia,fromtimetotimeinregard topaymentofwages,wageperiod, deductions from wages,

recovery of wages not paid and deductions made without
authority, maintenanceofwagebooksorwageslips,publicationofscaleofwageand
othertermsofemployment,inspectionandsubmissionofperiodicalreturns andallother

matterslikewiseinnature or  aspertheprovisionsofthe  ContractLabour(Regulationand
Abolition)Act,1970,andthelnter-StateMigrantWorkmen(RegulationofEmployment
andConditionsofService)Act,1979,MinimumWagesAct,1948,whereverapplicable.

a) TheEngineer-in-Chargeconcernedshallhave therighttodeductfromthemoneydue
tothecontractoranysumrequiredorestimated toberequired formakinggoodthe
losssufferedbyaworkerorworkersbyreason ofnon-fulfillmentoftheconditions of
thecontractforthebenefitoftheworkers, non-payment ofwagesorofdeductions

madefromhis/her/their wageswhicharenotjustifiedbytheirtermsofthecontract ornon-
observanceof theregulations.

b) Undertheprovision ofWeeklyHolidaysAct,1986,thecontractorisbound toallowto
thelabours,directlyorindirectly employed inthework,onedayrestfor6daysof
continuouswork,andpaywages atthesamerateasforduty.Intheevent ofdefault,

theEngineer-in-charge shallhavetherighttodeductthesumorsumsnotpaidon account
ofwagesforweeklyholidays toanylabour andpaythesametothe persons entitled
theretofromanymoney due tothecontractorbytheEngineer-in-charge concerned.

Thecontractorshallalsocomplywiththeprovisionsofthe ‘EmployeesLiabilityAct,
2008’,Workmen’sCompensationActand ‘MaternityBenefitsAct’ortheamendments
thereoforanyotherlawrelatingthereto,andtherulesmadethereunderfromtimeto time.

The Contractorshall indemnifyand keep indemnifiedthe implementingDepartment against

paymentstobemadeunderandfortheobservance ofthelawsaforesaidandPW
Contractor’sLabourRegulations withoutprejudice tothisrighttoclaimindemnityfrom
his/hersub-contractors.

Thelawsaforesaidshallbedeemedtobeapartofthiscontract andanybreachthereof
shallbedeemedto beabreachof thiscontract.

Whatever istheminimum wageforthetimebeing,orifthewagepayableishigherthan
minimumwage,such  wageshallbepaidbythecontractortothe  workersdirectly  without
theinterventionofanyDafadar,andthatDafadarshallnotbeentitledtodeductor recover
anyamountfromtheminimum wagepayable totheworkersasandbywayof

commissionorotherwise.

Thecontractorshall ensurethat no amountbyway of  commissionor otherwiseis
deductedorrecoveredby theDafadarfromthewageof workers.

Clause19C.Inrespectofalllaboursdirectlyorindirectlyemployed intheworkforthe performance
ofthecontractor’s partofthiscontract,thecontractorshallathis /herown expenses,
arrangeforthesafetyprovisions asframedfromtimetotimebythecompetent
authority,andshallathis /herownexpenseprovideallfacilitiesinconnectiontherewith.

Incasethecontractorfailsto makearrangement,and failtoprovidenecessaryfacilitiesas
aforesaid, he/she shallbeliabletopayapenaltyofRs.2000/-foreach default,andin
additiontheEngineer-in-Charge shallbeatlibertytomakearrangement andprovide
facilitiesasaforesaidand recoverthecostsincurredin theirbehalf,from thecontractor.

Clause 19D.Forthe worksaboveRs.2.0crore,theContractor shallsubmitbythe4th
and19thofeverymonthtotheEngineer-in-charge,atruestatementshowinginrespect of the
secondhalf of the precedingmonthandthe first half of the currentmonth respectively-

Thenumber oflabourersemployedbyhim /heronthework, theirworking hours,and the



wagespaidto them;

Accidentsthathadoccurredduringthesaidfortnightshowingthecircumstances under
whichithadhappened, andtheextentofdamage andinjurycausedbythem,andthe
numberoffemaleworkerswhohavebeenallowedmaternity benefitsaccordingtoClause
19Fofthecontractandtheamountpaidto them;

Failingwhichthecontractorshall beliabletopay to theDepartment,asumnotexceeding Rs.
2000/- foreach default or materially incorrect statement. The decision of the Engineer-in-
charge shallbefinalindeductingfromanybillduetothecontractor;the
amountleviedasfineandwouldbebindingonthecontractor.

Clause19E.Inrespectofalllaboursdirectlyorindirectly employed intheworkforthe
performance ofthecontractor’spartofthiscontract,thecontractorshallcomplywithor
causetobecompiledwithalltherulesframedbytheGovernmentfromtimetotimefor the
protection of health and sanitary arrangements of workers employed by the contractor.

Clause19F.Intheeventofthecontractor(s) committingadefaultorbreachofanyofthe
provisionsoftheContractor’s LabourRegulations andRulesfortheprotectionofhealth
andsanitaryarrangementforthe workersasamendedfromtimeto timeorfurnishingany
informationorsubmittingorfilinganystatementundertheprovisions oftheabove
RegulationsandRuleswhichismateriallyincorrect,he/sheshall,withoutprejudiceto
anyotherliability, paytotheDepartmentasumnotexceedingRs.2000/-forevery default,
breachorfurnishing,making, submitting, filingsuchmaterially incorrect statementsand
intheeventofthecontractorsdefaulting continuouslyinthisrespect, the
penaltymaybeenhanced toRs.200/-perdayforeachdayofdefaultsubjecttoa maximum
offivepercentofthetenderedvalue.Thedecision oftheEngineer-in-charge shallbe final
andbindingontheparties.

ShoulditappeartotheEngineer-in-charge thatthecontractor(s)is/arenotproperly observing
andcomplying totheprovisions oftheContractor’sLabourRegulations and Rules,The
MinimumWagesAct, 1948andContractLabour(RegulationandAbolition)Act
1970,fortheprotectionof healthand sanitaryarrangementsfor work-peopleemployedby
thecontractor(s)(hereinafterreferredas‘thesaidRules’)theEngineer-in-chargeshall
havethepowertogivenoticeinwritingtothecontractor(s)requiringthatthesaidRules

becompliedwithandtheamenitiesprescribed thereinbeprovided tothework-people
withinareasonabletimetobespecifiedinthenotice. Ifthecontractor(s) shallfailwithin
theperiodspecifiedinthenoticetocomplywithand /orobserve thesaidRulesandto

providetheamenitiestothework-peopleasaforesaid,theEngineer-in-charge  shallhave the
power to provide the amenities herein before mentioned at the cost of the
contractor(s).Thecontractor(s)shallerect,makeandmaintainathis/herownexpense
andtoapprovedstandardsallnecessaryhutmentsandsanitaryarrangementsrequired
forhis/her/their work-people onthesiteinconnection withtheexecutionoftheworks, andif the
sameshall not havebeenerectedor constructed,accordingtoapproved standards,the
Engineer-in-chargeshall have power to give notice in writing to the
contractor(s)requiringthatthesaidhutmentsandsanitaryarrangements beremodeled
and/orreconstructsuchhutmentsandsanitaryarrangements accordingtoapproved
standards,andifthecontractor(s)shallfailtoremodelorreconstructsuchhutmentsand
sanitaryarrangementsaccordingtoapprovedstandardswithintheperiodspecifiedinthe
notice,the Engineer-in-chargeshall have the powerto remodelor  reconstructsuch
hutments andsanitaryarrangements  accordingtoapprovedstandards  atthecostofthe
contractor(s).

Clause19G.Thecontractorshallcomply withalltheprovisionsofTheMinimum Wages
Act,1948,ContractLabour(RegulationandAbolition)Act,1970,Employees LiabilityAct,
IndustrialDisputeActandMaternityBenefitAct,1961,asamendedfromtimetotime
andrulesframedthereunder andotherlabourlawsaffectingcontractlabourthatmaybe
broughtintoforceby theappropriateauthorityfromtimeto time.

Clause19H.TheEngineer-in-chargemayrequirethecontractortoremovefromthesite
ofwork,anypersonorpersonsengaged /assignedoremployedbythecontractorsupon
theworkwhomaybedeterminedasinsaneorincompetent ormisconducts
himself/herself,andthecontractorshall forthwithcomplywith suchrequirements.

Clause 19I. It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to see that the
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building/structure underconstructionisnotoccupiedbyanybodyunauthorizedduring
construction,andishandedovertotheEngineer-in-charge withvacantpossessionfree
fromencumbrances inentirety,Ifsuchbuildings/structures throughcompletedis
occupiedillegally,thentheEngineer-in-Chargeshallhavetheoptiontorefusetoaccept

Clause20.Nowork shallbedoneonSundays without theprior sanction ofthe
Engineer-in-charge.

Clause21.Thecontract shallnotbeassignedorsubletwithout specificordersfrom Government
inrespectofaspecifiedsub-contractor.Andifthecontractorshallassignor sublethis contract,or
attemptso to do, or becomeinsolventor commenceany in insolvency
proceedingsormakeanycompositionwithhiscreditor,orattempttodoso,or
ifanybribe,gratuity,gift,loan,perquisite, rewardoradvantage, pecuniaryorotherwise, shall
eitherdirectlyor indirectlybegiven,promised,orofferedbythecontractor,or anyof hisservants
oragentstoanypublicofficerorpersonintheemployofGovernmentinany
wayrelatingtohisofficeofemployment, orifanysuchofficerorpersonshallbecomein any way
directly or indirectly interestedin the contract, the DivisionalOfficer may thereupon

bynoticeinwritingrescindthecontract,andthesecuritydepositofthe contractor shall
thereupon stand forfeited and be absolutely at the disposal of Government and the same
consequences shall ensure as if the contract had been

rescindedundertheClause3hereof,andinadditionthecontractorshallnotbeentitled
torecoverorbepaid foranywork there foractuallyperformedunderthecontract.

Clause22.All sums payablebywayof compensationunderanyof theseconditions
shallbeconsideredasreasonablecompensation tobeappliedtotheuseofGovernment without
reference tothe actual lossor damage sustained and whether ornotany

damageshallhavebeen sustained.

Clause23.Wherethecontractorisapartnership firmoraconsortium,priorapprovalin
writingoftheEngineer-in-Charge shallbeobtainedforanychangemadeinthe
constitutionofthefirm /consortium. Wherethecontractor isanindividual oraHindu Undivided
Family(HUF)business concern, suchapprovalasaforesaidshalllikewisebe
obtained,beforethecontractorentersintoanypartnershipagreement/Memorandum of
Articleswhereunderthepartnershipfirm /consortiumwouldhavetherighttocarryout

theworksherebyundertakenbythecontractor. Ifpreviousapprovalasaforesaidisnot

obtained,thecontractis liableto berescinded.

Clause24.Allworkstobeexecutedunderthecontractshallbeexecutedunder the
directionofEngineer-in-Charge.Furtherinstructions/advices, iffeltnecessary by
SuperintendingEngineer/ChiefEngineer,shallalsobebindingtobecommunicatedby the

Engineer-in-Charge.
Clause25. SettlementofDisputesandArbitration:

Exceptwhereotherwiseprovidedinthecontract,allquestionsanddisputesrelatingto
themeaningofthespecifications, designs,drawings andinstructionshereinbefore
mentionedandastothequalityofworkmanshipormaterialsusedontheworkorasto
anyotherquestion,claim,right, matterorthingwhatsoever, inanywayarisingoutofor relating
tothecontracts,designs,drawings,specifications,estimates,instructions,orders
ortheseconditionsorotherwiseconcerning theworks,ortheexecutionsorfailureto
executethesame,whetherarisingduringtheprogressof = thework, or afterthecompletion
orabandonmentthereofshall bedealtwithasmentionedhereinafter:

Ifthe contractorconsidersanywork demandedofhim/herto be outsidetherequirements
ofthecontract,ordisputesanydrawings, recordordecisiongiveninwritingbythe Engineer-in-
Charge oranymatterinconnectionwithorarisingoutofthecontractor
carryingoutoftheworktobeunacceptable,he /sheshallpromptlywithin1Sdays
requesttheChairmanoftheDepartmentalDisputeRedressalCommittee,inwriting,for
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writteninstructionordecision.Thereupon,theDisputeRedressalCommitteeshall giveits
written instruction ordecisionwithinaperiod ofthreemonthsfromthedateofreceiptof
theContractor’sletter.

TheDisputeRedressalCommitteeineachoftheWorksDepartments shallbeconstituted with
thefollowingofficialsasMembers:

Thisprovisionswillbeapplicableirrespectiveofthevalueoftheworkstowhichthe
disputemayrelate.

Clause26.Thecontractor shallfullyindemnifyandkeepindemnifiedtheimplementing
Departmentagainst anyaction,claimorproceedingrelatingtoinfringement oruseofany patent
ordesignoranyallegedpatentordesignrightsandshallpayanyroyalties which maybepayable
inrespectofanyarticleorpartthereof included inthecontract. Inthe
eventofanyclaimsmadeunderoractionbroughtagainst implementing Department in
respectofanysuchmatterasaforesaid,thecontractorshallbeimmediatelynotified thereofbythe
implementingDepartmentandthe contractorshall Dbeatliberty,athis/her ownexpense,
tosettleanydisputeortoconduct anylitigationthatmayarisetherefrom,
providedthatthecontractorshall notbeliable to indemnifytheimplementingDepartment
iftheinfringementofthepatentordesignoranyallegedpatentordesignrightisthe = directresultof
an orderpassedby theEngineer-in-Chargethisbehalf.

Clause27.Whentheestimateonwhichthetenderismadeincludeslumpsums in
respectofpartsofthework,thecontractorshallbeentitledtopaymentinrespectofthe
itemsofworksinvolvedorthe part of theworkinquestionatthesameratesasarepayable
underthiscontractforsuchitems,orifthepartoftheworkinquestionisnot, inthe
opinionoftheEngineer-in-charge,capableofmeasurement,certificateinwritingofthe Engineer-
in-chargeshallbefinalandconclusiveagainstthecontractorwithregardto
anysumorsumspayabletohimundertheprovisionsofthisclause.

Clause28. Inthecaseofanyclassofworkforwhichthereisnosuchspecifications as
referredtounderClausel 1,suchworkshallbecarriedoutinaccordance withthelatest
BureauoflndianStandards(BIS)specifications.Incasetherearenosuchspecifications in
Bureau of Indian Standards, the work shall be carried out as per reputed
manufacturer’sspecifications ifacceptedbytheEngineer-in-Charge.Ifnotavailable,then
asperStateGovernment/UnionGovernmentacceptedandapprovedspecifications. In
casetherearenosuchspecificationsasrequiredabove,theworkshallbecarriedoutin
allrespectsinaccordance withtheinstructionsandrequirements oftheEngineer-in-

Clause 29.The expression “works” or “work” where usedinthese conditions shall,
unlesstherebe somethingeitherinthe subjectorcontextrepugnantto suchconstruction, be
constructedandtakentomeantheworksbyorbyvirtueofthecontractconstructedto
beexecuted,whethertemporaryorpermanentandwhetheroriginal,altered,substitutedor
additional.

Clause31.Thecontractor(s)shallmakehis/theirownarrangementsforwaterrequired

i)  Thatthewaterusedbythecontractor(s)shallbefitforconstructionpurposestothe
satisfactionoftheEngineer-in-charge;

ii) TheEngineer-in-Charge shallmakealternativearrangementsforsupplyofwaterat
theriskandcostofcontractor(s) ifthearrangements madebythecontractor(s)for
procurementof waterare,intheopinionof theEngineer-in-Charge,unsatisfactory.

Clause32.Thecontractorundertakes tomakearrangementforthesupervision ofthe
workbythefirmsupplyingtheconstructionmaterials.TheContractorshallcollectthe
totalquantityofmaterialsasperapproved programmerequiredfortheworkasper
approvedprogramme,beforetheworkisstartedandshallhypothecate ittotheEngineer- in-
Charge.Ifanymaterialremainsunusedoncompletionoftheworkonaccountoflesser
useofmaterials inactualexecutionforreasonsotherthanauthorized changesof

specificationsandabandonmentofportionofwork,acorrespondingdeductionequivalent
tothecostofunusedmaterialsasdeterminedbytheEngineer-in-Chargeshallbemade
andthematerialreturnedtothecontractor.Althoughthematerialsarehypothecated to
Institute,thecontractorundertakes theresponsibilityfortheirproperwatch,safecustody
andprotection againstallrisks.Thematerialsshallnotberemovedfromsiteofwork
withouttheconsentoftheEngineer-in-Chargeinwriting.

Thecontractorshallberesponsible forrectifyingdefectsnoticed withinDefectLiability
Periodfromthedateofcompletion oftheworkandtheportionofthesecuritydeposit
relatingtoworkshallberefundedaftertheexpiryofDefectLiabilityPeriod.

Clause33.Thecontractorshallprovideallnecessarysuperintendenceduringexecution of the
work and as long thereafteras may be necessaryfor properfulfilling of the
obligationsunderthecontract.

Thecontractorshallimmediatelyafterreceivingletterofacceptanceofthetenderand
beforecommencement ofthework,intimateinwritingtotheEngineer-in-Charge, the
name(s),qualifications, experience,age,address(es)andotherparticularsalong with
certificates,oftheprincipaltechnicalrepresentativetobeinchargeoftheworkandother
technicalrepresentative(s) whowillbesupervisingthework.TheEngineer-in-Chargeshall
within3daysofreceiptofsuchcommunication intimateinwritinghis /herapprovalor
otherwiseofsuchrepresentative(s)tothecontractor. Anysuchapprovalmayatanytime
bewithdrawnandincaseofsuchwithdrawal, thecontractor shallappointanothersuch
representative accordingtotheprovisionsofthisclause.Decisionofthetenderaccepting
authorityshallbefinalandbindingonthecontractor inthisrespect.Suchaprincipal
technicalrepresentative shallbeappointedbythecontractorsoonafterreceiptofthe
approvalfromtheEngineer-in-Chargeandshallbeavailableatsitebeforestartofwork.

If thecontractor(oranypartnerin caseof firm /company)himself/herselfhassuch
qualifications, itwillnotbenecessaryforthesaidcontractortoappointsuchaprincipal
technicalrepresentativebut the contractorshalldesignateand appointaresponsibleagent
torepresenthimand tobepresentatthe workwheneverthecontractoris not in aposition
tobesopresent.Alltheprovisionsapplicabletotheprincipaltechnicalrepresentative under
theclause willalsobeapplicableinsuchacasetothecontractororhisresponsible
agent.Theprincipaltechnicalrepresentative and/orthecontractorshallonreceiving reasonable
notice from the Engineer-in-Chargeor his designated representative(s)in
chargeoftheworkinwritingorinpersonorotherwise,presenthimself/herself tothe Engineer-in-
Charge and /oratthesiteofwork,asrequired,totakeinstructions.
Instructionsgiventotheprincipaltechnicalrepresentativeor theresponsibleagent shall be
deemed to have the same force as if these have beengiventothecontractor.The
principaltechnicalrepresentativeand /orthecontractororhis/herresponsibleauthorized

agentshallbeactuallyavailable atsiteespecially duringimportant stagesofexecution of
work,duringrecordingofmeasurement ofworksandwheneversorequiredbythe Engineer-in-
Charge by a notice as aforesaid and shall also note down instructions
conveyedbytheEngineer-in-Chargeorhis/herdesignatedrepresentativeinthesiteorder



bookand shallaffixhissignatureintokenofnotingdowntheinstructionsandintokenof
acceptanceof measurements.

IftheEngineer-in-Charge, whosedecisioninthisrespectisfinalandbindingonthe contractor, is
convinced that no such technical representative(s) is/are  effectively
appointedoris/areeffectivelyattendingorfulfillingtheprovision ofthisclause,arecovery (non-
refundable) shallbeeffectedfromthecontractorasspecifiedinScheduleandthe
decisionoftheEngineer-in-Charge asrecordedinthesiteorderbookandmeasurement
recordedchecked /testcheckedinMeasurement Booksshallbefinalandbindingonthe
contractor. Furtherifthecontractor failstoappointasuitable technicalrepresentative
and/orothertechnicalrepresentative(s) andifsuchappointedpersonsarenoteffectively
presentorareabsentbymorethantwodayswithoutdulyapproved substitute ordonot
dischargetheirresponsibilitiessatisfactorily,theEngineer-in-Chargeshallhavefullpowers
tosuspendtheexecution oftheworkuntilsuchdateassuitableothertechnical
representative(s)is/areappointedandthecontractorshallbeheldresponsibleforthe delay
socausedtothework.The contractorshallsubmitacertificateof employmentofthe
technicalrepresentative(s) alongwitheveryrunningaccountbill/finalbillandshall
produceevidenceifatanytimesorequiredbytheEngineer-in-Charge.

Thecontractorshallprovideandemployonthesiteonlysuchtechnicalassistants asare
skilledandexperiencedintheirrespectivefieldsand suchforemenand supervisorystaffas
arecompetenttogivepropersupervisiontothework.

Thecontractorshallprovideandemployskilled,semi-skilled andunskilled labourasis
necessaryforproperandtimelyexecutionof thework.

TheEngineer-in-Chargeshallbeat libertyto objecttoandrequirethecontractortoremove from
the worksanypersonwho,inhisopinion, misconductshimself,oris incompetentor negligentin
the performanceofhisduties or whoseemploymentisotherwiseconsideredby theEngineer-in-
Charge tobeundesirable.Suchpersonshallnotbeemployedagainat workssitewithout
thewrittenpermissionof theEngineer-in-Chargeand thepersons SO
removedshallbereplacedassoonaspossiblebycompetentsubstitutes.

Clause34."Levy/TaxesPayablebyContractor"

@) GST,BuildingandotherConstructionWorkers’WelfareCessoranyothertaxor
Cessinrespectofthiscontract shallbepayablebytheContractor andEngineer-in-
Chargeshallnotentertainanyclaimwhatsoeverinthisrespect.

(i) ThecontractorshalldepositGovernmentRoyaltyandobtainnecessarypermitfor
supplyofthesand,stonechips,redbajri,sandstone,riverbedmaterials etc.from

localauthorities,ifthosearedirectlyprocuredfromquarrysites.

Incase materialsareprocuredfromsecondarysources, certificatesofquarryowners
totheeffectof paymentofroyaltiesand Cesswouldhaveto befurnished.In absence
ofsuchcertificatestowardspaymentofRoyaltiesandCesssuchcomponentsshall
bedeductedfromthecontractor’sbillsatprescribedratesanddepositedthrough
‘GRIPS’portalorotherwise,inthedesignatedGovernmentTreasuries/PAO.

Ifpursuanttoorunderanylaw,notificationororder,anyRoyalty,Cessorthelike
becomespayablebytheimplementingDepartment anddoesnotatanytimebecome payableby

thecontractortotheStateGovernment/Localappropriateauthoritiesin respect
ofanymaterialusedbythecontractorintheworkstheninsuchacase,itshallbelawful
totheDepartment anditwillhavetherightandbeentitledtorecovertheamountpaidin

thecircumstancesas aforesaidfromduesofthecontractor.

Clause35.

(i) Alltenderedratesshallbeinclusiveof statutorytaxesandleviespayableunder

Providedalwaysthatnocompensation shallbepayableforanylossinconsequenceof
hostilitiesorwarlikeoperations (a)unlessthecontractorhadtakenallsuchprecautions
againstairraidasaredeemednecessary bytheAirForceOfficersortheEngineer-in- Charge
(b)foranymaterialetc. notonthesiteoftheworkorforanytools,plant,

Clause57.Nocompensationforidlelabour,establishment chargeoronotherreasons
suchasvariationof priceindicesetc.willbeentertained.

Clause58.Allpossibleprecautionsshould betakenforthesafetyofthepeople andwork
forcedeployedatworksiteas persafetyrulein force.Contractorwillremainresponsiblefor
hislabourinrespectofhisliabilitiesundertheWorkmen’sCompensationAct etc. Hemust
dealwithsuchcasesaspromptlyaspossible.ProperroadsignsasperPWDpracticeor any other
sign board for safety purpose as per requirement by the concerned
AdministrativeDepartmentwillhavetobeerectedbytheContractorathisowncostwhile
operatinginpublicthoroughfares.

Clause59.TheContractorwillhavetomaintainqualifiedtechnicalemployeesand /or
ApprenticesatsiteasperprevailingApprenticeActorasstipulatedin thecontract.

Clause60.TheContractor willhavetoaccepttheWorkProgrammeaspermodifications
andpriorityofworkfixedbytheEngineer-in-Chargesothat mostvulnerablereachand/or
vulnerableitemsarecompletedbefore impending monsoon orriseinriverfloodwaterlevel or
forothersuitablereasons.

Clause61.Quantities ofdifferentitemsofworkmentioned inthetenderscheduleorin
workorderareonlytentative.Inactualwork,thesemayvaryconsiderably. Paymentwillbe made
on the basis of works actually done in different items and no claim will be entertained
forreductionofquantitiesinsomeitemsorforomissionofsomeitems. For
executionofquantitativeexcessinanyitemorsupplementarynewitemsofworkas
decidedbytheDepartment,approvaloftheSuperintending Engineer/ChiefEngineer/
Government would be required, depending on whosoever be the Tender Accepting
Authority,beforemakingsuchpayment.

Clause 62.In order to cope up with the present system of e-billing, supply of departmental
materials isgenerally notallowed.However,ifinspecialcircumstances,
DepartmentalmaterialsmaybeissuedtotheContractor/Bidder totheextentof requirements
asassessed,thosemayberecoveredfromtheRunningAccountBilland/or FinalBill,asapplicable.

Thematerials will
havetobesuppliedinphasewithdueintimationtotheAssistantEngineerconcernedin



conformitywiththeprogress ofthework.Forspecialtypeofmaterials, i.e.GeoSynthetic

Bags,HDPEBags,GeoTextileFilter, GeoJuteFilteretc.,ifany,relevant DataSheet
containingthenameoftheManufacturers, TestReport etc.willalsobesubmittedoneach
occasion.Engineer-in-Charge mayconductindependenttestonthesamplesdrawn

randomlybeforeaccordingapprovalforusingthematerialsatsite.Inthisregarddecision
ofEngineer-in-Chargeshallbefinalandbinding.

Clause64.Forallitems ofcontractjobsrequiringskilledlabour,thecontractorshallhave
toemploy70%(SeventyPercent)ofskilledlabourlocally.IncasetheContractor failsto
recruitskilledlocallabour,theContractor shallemployskilledlabourlocallysecuredby
Government inthemannerindicatedabove.Forbridgeworks,highlytechnicalworksof
labour,thecontractormay,withthepriorpermissioninwritingoftheEngineer-in-charge
towhomfullfactsmustbeplacedforsuchpermission,importandemployskilledlabour
upto30%(ThirtyPercent)ofthetotalrequirement. Inthiscasetheexpression “Imported
labour”shallmean“labourimportedprimarily fromotherStates andsecondarily,fromthe
distantdistricts oftheStateofWestBengal.”Incasewherethecontactorfailstosecure unskilled
locallabourortoengageimported labour,thecontractor shallemploylabour
locallyrecruitedbyGovernmentorlabourimportedbyGovernmentattheratetobe
decidedbytheSuperintendingEngineeroftheworksconcerned,whosedecisionastothe
circumstancesinwhich employmentofsuch labourisofmutualadvantageto Government
andthecontractor,willbe finalandbindingontheparties.

Clause65.Allqueriesanddisputesarisingoutoftheworkstendercontractistobe
broughttothenoticeoftheChairmanofthe‘DepartmentDisputeRedressalCommittee’in
writingfordecisionwithin15days.

Clause66.Thecontractorshallhavetomakehisownarrangementsforwater,bothfor theworkand
usebyhisworkers, etc.,forroadrollersand foralltoolsandplant,etc., requiredonthework.

Clause67.Contractorwillberesponsibleforthe paymentsofall waterchargespayableto
theCorporation Municipality /Panchayatoranyotherwaterworksauthorityincludinga
GovernmentDepartmentconcerned.

Clause68.Ifthecontractorsshalldesireanextensionofthetimeforcompletion ofthe
workunderclause5of thecontract,noapplicationforsuchextensionwillbeentertainedif
itisnotreceivedinsufficienttimetoallowtheExecutive Engineertoconsideritandthe
Contractorwillberesponsiblefortheconsequences arisingoutofhisnegligenceinthis respect.

Clause69.TheContractor willhavetoleaveductsinwallsandfloorstorunconduitor
cables,wherenecessary,andhewillnotbeentitledtoanyextrapaymentonthisaccount.

Clause70.Contractorsinthecourseoftheirworkshouldunderstand thatallmaterials
obtainedintheworkofDismantling, Excavation,etc.,willbeconsideredGovernment
propertyandwillbedisposedof tothebestadvantageof Government.

Clause71.Incaseofveryspecialcaseofcircumstances,ifanyDepartmentalmaterials
areissued,theremaybedelayinobtainingthematerialsbytheDepartment andthe
Contractoris,therefore,requiredtokeephimself/herself intouchwiththedaytoday
positionregardingthesupplyof materialsfromthe Engineer-in-chargeandto soadjustthe
progressofthework thathis labour maynotremainidlenormaythere beanyotherclaim dueto
orarisingfromdelayinobtainingthematerials.Itshouldbeclearlyunderstoodthat

noclaimwhatsoevershallbeentertainedbytheDepartment onaccountofdelayin
supplyingmaterials.
Clause72.Nocompensation foranydamagedonebyrainortrafficduringtheexecution

oftheworkwillbemade.

Clause73.Whenever aworkiscarriedoutinmunicipal area,electriclightsorelectric
dangersignals = wheneveravailableshallbeprovided bythecontractors onthebarriersas
wellasparaffinlights.Facilitiesfortheelectricconnectionwillbe madeby thisDepartment

buttheContractorwillbearalltheexpenses.



Clause74.TheContractor shouldquotethroughrateinclusiveofcostofmaterialsand
carriagetoplaceof working.

Clause75.TheContractors shouldgivecompletespecifications showingthemethodof
executionandthequantityand quality ofmaterialstheyintendtouseperhundredsquare
metrearea.

Clause76. IncaseswherewaterisusedbytheContractorhewillberequiredtodeposit

inadvancewiththe  ExecutiveEngineerthechargesforwater = which  aretobecalculatedin
accordancewiththescheduleof miscellaneousratesintheCanalAct.

Clause77.ItmustbeclearlyunderstoodbytheContractor thatnoclaimonaccountof
enhancedratesonthosealreadyaccepted, duetofluctuationsarisingoutofanysituation
willbeentertained duringthecurrencyofthiscontractfortheworkasperschedule
attachedtotheagreementandtheadditionalwork,ifany,underClausel2 ofthecontract.

Clause78.Intheeventofemergency theContractor willberequiredtopayhislabour
everydayandifthisisnotdone,Government shallmaketherequisitepaymentsaswould
havebeenpaidbythecontractorandrecoverthecostfromthecontractors.

Clause79.TheContractor(s) shallnotdepositmaterialonanysitewhichwillseriously
inconveniencethepublic.TheEngineer-in-chargemayrequiretheContractor(s)toremove
anymaterials,whichareconsideredbyhimtobeadangerorinconveniencetothepublic
orcausethemtoberemovedatthecontractor’scost.

Clause80.TheContractor undertakes tohavethesiteclean,freefromrubbishtothe
satisfactionoftheEngineer-in-charge.Allsurplusmaterials,rubbishetc.willberemoved
totheplacesfixedbytheEngineer-in-chargeandnothingextrawillbepaid.

Clause81.The Contractorshall not allow any rubbish or debris to remain on the premises
during or after repairs, but shall remove the same and keep theplace
neatandtidyduringtheprogressofthework.TheEngineer-in-charge maygetthesite
premisesclearedofdebrisetc.Andrecoverthecostfromthebillofthecontractor, ifthe
lattershowsslacknessinobservingthisclause.

Clause-82.Construction materialsbroughtatsiteshallnotbestackedatrandom.The
contractorshallstackallthesematerialsasdirectedbytheEngineer-in-charge.
